Hrdlicka Talks

on Alaska Trip
Famous Anthropologist Tells

Audience of Findings in

Aleutian Peninsula

The hardship even now connected

with the pursuit of the study of anthro-

pology were described tost nfght by
Dr. Alia Hrdlicka of the National Mu-

seum at Washington, whan he spoke
at the Physics Auditoriton last night
on tha studies mad* during his recent

trips to Alaska, and tha Alaskan pen-
insula. ....

Dr. Hrdlicka described attempts mads

to gain access to a cava w herein the

prehistoric tribes of tha peninsula stor-
ed mummified bodies of their dead.

Tbs mumnflfled bodies were preasrved
in a curious fashion. Upon pronuncia-
tion of death, the body was dtasm-

bowlted, and allowed to dry. The cav-

ity is filled artth dry grass. The body
is then transported a distance of 200

miles or more to the burial cave. Due

to inaccurately charted waters it was

risky to navigate in tha vicinity of tha

Island even on a dear day, and the

heavy fogs which prevail to tha vicin-

ity make the going even more difficult.

It eras only after seven attempts that

the captain of tha ship which finally
reached ths island managed to land

there. Ths Hrdlicka party Had to try

twice last summer before they reached

the place.
Studios Tribes

The main point of study as evidenced

by ths lecture was the study of ths

prehistoric tribes which inhabited ths

peninsula. Main evidences of habits end

customs of the people seemed to he

gleaned from the skeletons end mum-

mies of the people themslvss as gath-
ered from the cave. Dr. Hrdlicka has

over 16,000 specimens to his collection

of skulls and skeletons and from these

has gained many facts of great value

to the study of anthropology. Ha show-

ed slides of two rather extraordinary
akuls; one of them had bean operated
on during its original owner's Ufa, and

ths wound had haalad perfectly, show-

ing knowledge of medicine and surgery
Tbs other skull had a salsa eye—mad.
of Ivory, wtth a pupil made of garnet:

Another cave was discovered not tor

from ths first, and It too, was found

to contain remains of bodies. In this

cave the mum ntes were found to a

poor state of preservation, due, probab-
ly, to ths fact that soma body had

, brought 24 pair of foxes to the Island

a couple of years before, thinking, no

doubt, that the animals would b* able

to sustain themselves on tha facilities

offered by the Island alone. But h*

erred; tha Island wouldn't support fix

pair of foxes, according to Dr. Hrdlicka,
and when tha foxes found the mummies,

they ate them. In spite of the damage
dans by ths foxes, however, the party
ffitnsged to find several valuable spert-
mstis fa this second ease. A strongs
difference In ths two oaves was tint
